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By Road

On leaving the airport you come to an island stay in the left hand lane and follow the signs to
Malaga. Look for the signs to Motril and Almeria this will lead you to the E15/A7 which
will take you to Nerja passing Velez Malaga and Torrox. Pass the first exit to Nerja and take
the second exit 295 which will be signposted Nerja and Maro. Continue to follow the signs
back into Nerja. Capistrano Oasis entrance is on the left as you reach the outskirts of Nerja.

At the entrance to Oasis follow the road directly in front of you this will take you down a hill
for a approximately 100 yards with parking on the left. Look for ‘Taxi Point 1’ and the first
narrow red tiled path on your right. Park your car at this point and walk down the tiled path.
Follow the path past the gates to the swimming pool, down the hill and take the first path on
your left. Follow the path past several residences until you reach an iron gate barring your
way. To your left you will see a flight of steps. At the top of the steps you will see our prop-
erty

By Bus

Regular buses will take you from the airport to Malaga bus station. At the bus station catch
the bus to Nerja/Maro/Caves of Nerja. This journey will take about 1 hour and cost about 3
euro’s. The bus will stop in the centre of Nerja then continue to the village of Maro. Just as
you are leaving Nerja on that road you will pass the Super Sol Supermarket on your left. Ca-
pistrano Oasis is about 300 yards further down the road on your right. The bus will drop you
off right outside the complex then follow the instructions above.

By Taxi

Taxi’s can be hired from the airport but can be expensive. A saving can be made by hiring
taxi’s before you travel (internet) the cost can be £50. We do have an arrangement with the
house manager who is prepared to pick people up from the airport for a little less.
